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Participant Maile Johnson brings this Motion to Supplement the Record pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(4) and WAC 242-02-540 and WAC 242-02-670.  

Participant moves the Board to supplement the record with the document which is filed as Exhibit A to this motion and incorporated hereinby reference, titled "Rural Lands (as determined by use codes) in San Juan County that are 20 acres or larger in size"(hereinafter referred to as Extract No. 2).  The document is an extract of information from the San Juan County (SJC) Tax Assessor's Office Tax Parcel Number Database, as of July, 2000.  A complete list of the use codes used by the Assessor's Office in this Database is filed as Exhibit B to this motion and incorporated herein by reference.  A list of duplicate parcels, as explained in the declaration of Joe Symons is filed as Exhibit C to this motion and incorporated herein by reference.  Participant moves the Board to supplement the record or to take official notice of this information on the grounds that the information is part of the record even though not identified in the index, is subject to the Board's authority to consider as supplemental evidence, or is subject to the Board's authority to take official notice.

This information is already included in the Official Maps and therefore is already in the Record, but is more easily discussed in this text format in which it is also counted parcel by parcel, broken down by size groupings and summarized, using the reliability and accuracy of a computer.  The summaries show that there are 353 parcels between 20 acres and 39.99 acres in size and totaling 9663 acres; 147 parcels between 40 acres and 79.99 acres in size and totaling 7675 acres in size and 39 parcels 80 acres or larger in size totaling 6080 acres; and that there are 539 parcels that are 20 acres or larger in size that total 23,419 acres.  This information is of substantial assistance to the Board and of direct relevance to whether or not SJC has made a good faith effort to comply with the Act and to remove substantial interference with the goals of the Act by enacting rural densities that protect rural character, the traditional visual rural landscape particular to SJC, surface water and groundwater, shorelines, the use of the land for wildlife and fish and wildlife habitat and which are suitable to the range of densities which can be accommodated by the present landscape of SJC.   This information is published and publicly available from the SJC Assessor's office and is subject to the Board's authority to consider as supplemental evidence and to take official notice.
